➢ The book fair will be open after school: Monday – Thursday (3pm-3:30pm) for you to attend with your 
child. Please come to the hall doors after collecting them.  

➢ There will also be a secret ‘don’t tell the kids slot’. This is so that you can purchase early Christmas gifts 
without the children seeing and parents can come, each day, from 2:45pm-3pm! The books at the fair are 
such good value, with new lower than £5 ranges added this year! 
 

How can I pay? 
➢ You can pay in cash on the day. 
➢ You can pay with a prepaid voucher. Please see the Scholastic website for more details. Please note: you 

will need to print these and no change can be given if paying with a prepaid voucher. Vouchers are only valid 
for the period of the book fair.  

➢ If you have access to the internet on your phone, then you can make an online payment at the book fair and 
pay by card. This can be accessed using a QR code that will be made available at the book fair.
